The first incarnation of the City’'s comprehensivamivas adopted in 1989. The plan was a
product of many people, joined together to create a unigiegnvor a unique community.
The plan set forth provided policy direction for eighteats (one of which was composed
of five sub-elements). Although there were some chaogessthose first few years, the
original efforts were so sound that when the first Evaoatand Appraisal-based
amendments were put together in 1997, the changes énatnecessary were mainly to
respond to new state requirements.

When the 2006 Evaluation and Appraisal Report (EAR) dea®loped, it became apparent
that the comprehensive plan was still functioning \aed that the necessary changes would
again center around new requirements. While certainlgifgpessues were raised in the
EAR, given the scope and magnitude of the original docynties resultant changes are
quite minimal.

In 2008, a new state-mandated portion was added toothprehensive plan, creating the
following list of elements:

For each element, the plan sets qualitative goals,uradds targets, and level of service
standards. In this way the plan includes “report ¢dmgswvhich we can grade the City's
future performance.

Dunedin present and Dunedin future come first: in thas,pthere is no attempt to tailor

Dunedin’s future to fit a preconceived model of growtmagement. Just the opposite is
true. We have used the tools of growth management terpeesnd enhance what is best in
Dunedin. The plan recognizes that Dunedin is close tdd“but conditions.” Little vacant
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land remains. “Growth” in large measure means upgyaaial reviewing existing housing
and public facilities.

It is important to realize that Dunedin is not a develpmommunity; its land use and
development directions have been well-established Hiceet decades; its shoreline and
conservation practices have been previously dedicatedistinfcture is in a state of
maintenance rather than expansion; and many of gnmattagement’s concerns are beyond
the jurisdiction of local government.

Thus, the plan can be thought of as augmenting the \wostharacteristics while
improving or mitigating against the negative ones. The wisibDunedin 2025is to
create a future that takes the best parts of the prasdnhake them even better.
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The original comprehensive plan was adopted in 1989sabsequently updated through

annual amendments as well as the Evaluation andafabpmReport based amendments of
1997. A second Evaluation and Appraisal Report wasldeed and adopted in 2006 and
provided recommendations for updating the goals, objectwvel policies as well as the

supporting document.

Major findings of this update include the following:

The City of Dunedin’s ten square miles is approaghi®0 percent build-eut
s0ut.

The City’s functional population, through redevelopmém, development
of vacant parcels and the annexation of built andntagaclave parcels is
expected to increase from 38,128 in 2005 to 44,804 byetne2025.

Analysis suggests that less than 110 acres ohtvdeaelopable land remain
within the City.

The average assessed value of housing within tiyeo€iDunedin rose
from less than $80,000 in 1997 to over $176,000 in 2@0%l the situation
is not limited to the City; mean sales price of housuitin Pinellas County
rose from $124,772 in 1996 to $249,673 in 2005. While timargbe plenty
of units from which to choose within the City, the issuehousing
affordability has become a major concern.

The City’'s potable water, wastewater, solid wastd drainage facilities
continue to be upgraded and improved. The City's WasteWaeatment
Plant and Water Treatment Plant were substantialyaded in the early
1990s and are expected to be able to serve the buildbpulagon.

The City has begun a program of brackish water aeaslelopment. One test
well has already been drilled.

The City recycled 17 % of its solid waste streafY 2005/06;

The City is continuing its expansion of the Reukd Water System. Nearly
60 % of the wastewater flow is being reused for irragat

The City can adequately handle demand for wastevpatihle water, solid
waste collection, transportation facilities and parttarshould the entire
Planning Area be annexed by the year 2025. Thisdis\ad in part through
the maintenance of the respective infrastructureseareas. Because there
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iS no “drainage service area,” though the improvemedtraaintenance of
currently county-owned and -maintained stormwater dgairfacilities could
prove overly taxing should the City be forced to subrogasetldrainage
facilities following annexation.

Major traffic issues and deficiencies, while subjextintergovernmental
coordination with local government, fall primarily undie tjurisdiction of
the Florida Department of Transportation and PinellasinG. Patricia
Avenue from Union Street to SR 580 is the only major Gyed roadway
projected to become deficient.

The Pinellas Trail through Dunedin was completed 9821and attracts
hundreds of walkers, runners, and bicyclists. A spur @uidneymoon
Island was completed in 1996.

Dune systems and barrier island estuarine systeensadely under the
control of the Florida Department of Environmental Retiw@. The City
continues to address shoreline protection, preservatidraccess along the
St. Joseph’s Sound shoreline.

The City has over 20 lakes, many of them servingtagstion facilities.

Dunedin is the home of Hammock Park, an 80-acrdaméthardwood
hammock, which has been designated a state naturakfeat

There is a wealth of other parks available to residewesarly 1,600 acres of
public and private parks and open space exist initge C

The City cooperates and coordinates its actions ahciegowith over a
dozen local governments, regional or state agencies.

The City of Dunedin’s Capital Improvement Prograws laut expenditures
in excess of $54 million between FY 2007/08 and FY 2[R .#r projects
related to the comprehensive plan.

Are we now ready to write “Mission Accomplished”? Bymeans. Success will be won
over the years ahead only if we maintain active aegitiparticipation and resilient public-
private cooperation. Between now and the year 202&dten-course progress will
demand the combined vigilance of concerned citizedscammitted City Commissioners.
Obstacles and challenges along the way will yield ¢mlnnovative strategies forged by
private developers and city officials working togeth€his plan is but a great beginning.

First, the Capital
Improvements Element Project Listing, included in $tipport Document, delineates those
projects that are necessary to achieve or maintaah dé service standards or to implement
specific policies.

Citizens will be encouraged to participate in the wai@n of the plan by joining the
Comprehensive Plan Evaluation and Monitoring Comm({@&eEMC) or by attending
their meetings. The CPEMC will be an ongoing commitesponsible for advising the
City Commission and Local Planning Agency of the sssee and failures of the entire
plan implementation.
