Dunedin's Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA)
formed  in 1988
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CRA DISTRICT BOUNDARY
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• TIF is available for redevelopment activities. It is usedto leverage public funds to promote private sectoractivity in the targeted area.
• Any funds received from a tax increment financingarea must be used for specific redevelopmentpurposes within the targeted area, and not forgeneral government purposes.

Tax Increment Financing(TIF) Established in 1988
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• CRA’s are a specifically focused financing tool forredevelopment.
• The CRA acts officially as a body distinct and separatefrom the governing body, even when it is the samegroup of people.

Community Redevelopment Agency Summary
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• The plan includes the overall goals for redevelopmentin the area.
• Includes streetscapes and roadway improvements,parking lots and garages, sidewalks and street treeplantings.
• Plan also includes redevelopment incentives such asgrants for facade improvements, signs and site planassistance.
