Lowell – At this location is an old house; a wood structure that’s been there for a long time.  What Discovery Academy is looking at doing in conjunction with the property owner is to demo the house and put a new modular, very similar to the modular that were put up at St Mark’s Church (their other location). Only difference on this one is those were free-standing and these will be set up a little differently.  Only two things significantly different:  the electric for this whole campus is attached to the house so we will have to make it free-standing so when the house goes away we can put the modular up. Also, it’s for offices not classrooms.  The big difference is this is for administrative offices.
Embre – We are spending a lot of money for maintenance right now. We want to stop doing that and come up with a permanent solution that’s cost efficient.

Lucy - Is it an office now or a house now? 
Lowell – It was originally a house, that’s what it was built for, but it being used as an office.
Lucy – If it’s an office now you are not going to have any multi-modal fees. The parking we don’t have to worry about because it is an existing use. Zoning, we have no issues with that.  Really, it will be a straight building permit.
Lowell – Right.  The only difference is the electrical inspector, Jay, will come out.  We’ll need an electrical connection. Building Inspector looks at the tie-downs and then that is it. And Fire of course.
Embre – There is an existing fire alarm that feeds to the modular classes.
Lowell – We’d have to get a licensed fire alarm company to come and relocate the main box. If there were any updates, they would update it. We’d have to find another location for it. The school will not be occupied by anybody when we will be doing this. I am assuming that at St. Mark’s it was not central; because it’s a different use would it have to be tied-in?
Mike – I think we did not tie in the ones at the other end, because it wasn’t going to be a permanent solution.  I think if you are going to make this a permanent solution you should tie it in.
Paul – Is there going to be water and sewer? 

Lowell – There currently is water in the existing structure.  When we demo the house it would be capped and cut properly.  Then when the new structure comes it will be hooked up.
Paul – So there will be additional bathrooms?
Lowell – It’s substitute (it will be less).  

Embre – Currently there are 4 units in the house right now, or stalls; it will be 2.

Paul – What age is the house?

Lowell –It’s got to be 70 or 80 years old.  It’s wood.  Old-school wood frame.  

Paul – I was just wondering if there was any historical significance to know.  We could let Vinny know at the Historical Society.
Paul H. – It’s slowly falling down.
Embre – We are also concerned because it is so old.

Paul H. Some of the beams are crushing (Termite Damage) and the roof sags and there is no way to fix it.
Paul – I’ll try to get in touch with Vinny any way just so he knows.  If there’s anything he can get in touch.
Tai – The existing sidewalk is 4 ft wide.  If you redo the building the sidewalk connection from Pinehurst to the building will have to be 5 ft. wide, up to today’s standards.
Whitney – The main thing is during demo, make sure the erosion control is in place.
Frances - Bill did leave some comments via email (Handed them to Lowell):

“…if he could put some pvc fencing with 2 swing gates around the dumpster (assuming it’s not moving), that would be good. Since he’s redoing the facility I think it’s time that they also now provide screening around the outside dumpster. Lowell can give me a call if he has any questions.”

In addition Greg and I have discussed this, even though it is not a requirement, we would recommend to see if you could provide any type of landscaping to soften the view towards the front from Pinehurst. 

Lowell – There is a little green area. The only concern I would have is it would have to be low.  You don’t want to go too high and block the view when pulling out.
Frances- It’s more just to spruce up the look and soften it. Craig can make recommendations.
Lowell – I will get with Joey and Jay.  I know they are going to want load calcs and such.
Tim – The only thing I was thinking was in Pinellas County they require an asbestos survey on demo.
Lowell – We already discussed that because of the age of the house. I am actually going to have a demo contractor do all that.
