Will - introduced the project as a high-end coffee shop downstairs, and a 2nd floor use with apartment or air b&b.

Dominick – we have a partnership with one of best roasters in the world, and we are ordering the best espresso machine on the market.  Our chef, Sebastiana, is from Italy and is our partner. I have been Firefighter for 10 years at the City of Clearwater, but have always had a parallel career with food. 

Bob - welcome, downtown is a great investment.

Dominick – we love how all the merchants work together; I’ve been coached over the last year by several of them.

Bob - have you seen the DEEP? This property is right down there. New city hall, Gateway, so there’s a lot going on in this area. We have a facade grant, but the money is running out quickly. You have to wait two years, and I think the previous owner used it up. You could check when they got the last façade grant, and apply for another one in two years from that date. 

Greg - we want to welcome you, it‘s pretty exciting. From a zoning perspective, there are no problems, I just have to bring up a couple of recent changes in the downtown through our City Commission. There are A, B and C streets.  B streets are somewhat residential, and Wood St is a B St. What you have planned is fine, but in the evening, B streets are to stay quiet, no amplified music, and no alcohol because of the distance to the church.

Dominick - no plan, but maybe in the future. Maybe dessert wines.

Greg - bars, restaurants, hotels are not allowed on B. We would classify this as a shop.

Lucy - provided distance criteria for alcohol. If the outdoor dining is uncovered, you need to apply for an outdoor dining permit. Provided applications, included doggie dining. You can have a wall sign up to 75 sq ft, one sign, with permit. This site requires bike parking, provided criteria. One rack, no less than 4 bikes. As long as this is a shop, we are good. Submit permits to permit techs.

Joey – I’ve been in communication with Will via email. This will require a business tax receipt. Paver work can go under the building permit. There is typically a 3-5 day review. 

Bob - when are you planning on opening?

Dominick – we would love Christmas. 

Tai – I few questions - how much increase in impervious?

Dominick - pavers will be over existing area (repavering). Just one small area not currently there. The parking is existing.
Tai - if existing, then we don’t have an issue of stormwater. Parking striping for each space needs to be 9x18, and we need a 3x7 urban flair to the alley.  You are allowed to back out into the alley.

Danny - what are you doing on the 2nd floor?

Dominick - nothing immediately. Future would be rental or an airb&b apartment.

Danny - you need separation between different occupancies, separate exits. How many exits?

Will – there are two for the business, and one upstairs exterior exit. Would fire separation need to be upgraded? I have plans from 2000 when they converted to commercial. 

Danny – we will need to review that to see if it meets today’s standards.

Natalie – this does not trigger sustainability matrix, but I am sharing this as a list of ideas that you could include in your plans, and we do now have solar rebates.  

Bill – the solid waste collection spot will be by cart because it is a residential street, including recyclables. You will need to bring carts curbside on Sunday night.

Will – is there any chance to share the dumpster in the alley?

Bill – it’s already too full, it’s already being shared. There are three businesses and grease traps, it doesn’t make sense to share.

Will - whose job is it to clean that area?

Bill/Bob - those restaurants.
Will – it looks kind of bad out there.
Craig -there are trees flanking the parking lot, they are staying? (Yes). Laurel Oak didn’t make sense.

Dominick - we aren’t planting trees -w hat’s there is what we are keeping.

Craig - I would look for you to buffer the parking lot.  Want to make sure pavers are not impacting existing trees.

Dominick – we are paving in front where pergola was.

Craig - no more where the sand live oak is in front?

Dominick - just one foot.

Craig - ok, just tree be sure to use protection during normal construction.  

Whitney – because this is not a full blown infrastructure review, we are not evaluating for erosion control, but we want to make sure the sediment contained, with nothing flowing off site. 

Will – what about the fence between city parking lot and Wood.

Bob - that’s our fence. I can’t touch the five spaces with Renee, it’s by agreement.  You are looking for a break in the fence?

Will - showed on site plan where they would like a break.

Bob - our intention was to shelter the property from the parking lot. Our code requires a buffer, right?

Craig - required to buffer parking area.  A break in the fence should not an issue.

Bob - I’m not sure if it’d work? 
Craig - they want the north side of the fence to be 3’ PVC and landscaping. That’s not a problem

Bob – the best thing to do is to provide a plan to show what you want to do, and show Craig.  Craig is a talent.

Will - is there a certain occupancy limit?

Danny - if you submit that, we can review it.

Bob - you should join the Merchants Association (DDMA), Trevor can help with that.
