
Complaint/Violation of Code 
Code Enforcement Office receives initial complaint via City website (online report), 
email, phone call, written communication.  Violation also observed by Inspector. 

Inspector documents violation 
Inspector visits property to verify violation. 

Inspector often makes contact with property owner via phone or visit 
to avoid issuing Notice of Violation. 

Violation is unfounded; or 
Property Owner rectifies violation immediately. 

CASE CLOSED 
 

Violation(s) found 
Inspector assigns case number in system. 

Notice of Violation issued to Property Owner which lists 
violation(s) and compliance date, with instructions to  

contact Code Enforcement Inspector.   

1st Code Enforcement Board 
Case is heard by board.  If found in compliance, issued an 
Order of the Board stating that any reoccurrence within five 

years will be considered a repeat violation  
and subject to a higher daily fine. 

CASE CLOSED 

1st Code Enforcement Board 
Case is heard at Code Enforcement Board Hearing.  If 

found in non-compliance, given a compliance date or fine 
per/day to be applied.   Sent Order of the Board via     

Certified Mail with a Notice of Hearing for future Code 
Enforcement Board.  Notice is also posted at property and 

in public building (City P & D Department). 

Property in Compliance 
Property Owner contacts Code Inspector.   

After inspection, verifies property in compliance. 

CASE CLOSED 

Property Not in Compliance 
If after reinspection (after due date listed in Notice of 

Violation), property is found in non-compliance, a  
Statement of Violation/Notice of Hearing is sent to Property 

Owner via Certified Mail to appear at Code Enforcement 
Board.  Notice of Violation also posted at 

property and in public building (City P & D Department). 

2nd Code Enforcement Board 
If property has come into compliance by due date, an       

Affidavit of Compliance is issued. 

CASE CLOSED  

2nd Code Enforcement Board 
If property has not come into compliance by due date, an 
Order of Lien is issued with the fine per/day accruing, with 
interest, from the date of compliance.  Lien is recorded in 

Pinellas County Official Records.
