When will my street be SWEPT?

When will the ditch behind my house be MOWED? 
Schedule to be included in the near future. In the meantime, please call (727) 298- 3232.
Who maintains the POND behind my home? 
City owned ponds are inspected twice a year and scheduled for maintenance as required.
There is a green film on my POND. What is it? 
Pithophora is a common algae found in small ponds, lakes, canals and sluggish streams. It grows quickly in shallow water during warm weather.
What does my STORMWATER UTILITY FEE pay for?
Operation and maintenance of City owned drainage systems, street sweeping, mowing of city drainage ditches, road right-of-ways and associated administration costs.
Who do I call to report ILLEGAL DUMPING down the storm drain?

How does blowing my grass in the street bad for WATER QUALITY?
Grass that is blown into the street is washed by storm water runoff into storm drain pipes that drain into our lakes, ponds, and cause excessive nitrogen levels that rob oxygen from our waters and lead to fish kills and algae blooms.
*Tip: Use fertilizers sparingly and blow grass back onto your yard. It’s more beneficial that way.
